Organization Description:  
We cater to 5th/6th grade public schools students for a week long adventure in science. Our program sees about 11,000 students a year. We use hands-on methods to teach the students. We utilize the 'green' philosophy in our teaching. By encouraging the students to reuse, recycle, compost, take only what you can eat, studying the effects of greenhouse gasses, passing on knowledge for their level of understanding how they affect the Earth, also teaching Leave no trace, offers them a new understanding that they can incorporate at home and in school when they return.
Sustainability Efforts: 
We encourage students to conserve water by endorsing 3 minute showers. We use Arrowhead Necklaces as a form of positive reinforcement. Each student is encouraged to pick up trash, recycle their water bottle, cut their food waste, follow leave no trace guidelines and several other ways to improve the Earth through their own efforts.
Earth Day Efforts:
Every week we use a science based theme. The age groups we teach are focused on the latest issues concerning the Earth. The students are involved in the weeks prior and weeks after Earth Day learning about more ways that they can contribute to the "wellness" of our planet. Often we will have students use their knowledge and experience to re-build cities to create a more efficient way of living using natural resources such as solar power, wind and earth friendly fuels. We also encourage our students to plant trees on our property or we send them home with a seedling that they have planted. We encourage them to spread thier knowledge found in outdoor science school and apply it to their home life as well as school. Many schools have adopted our study of "garbology" or the study of OORT. Outstanding organic recyclable tidbits are any left over waste at the end of the meal. We weigh and measure the amounts and award the students with an "oort" bead if they are able to get 0 pounds of liquid and 0 pounds of solid waste. We use the leftovers in our compost pile. It is filled with earthworms, where the students can observe the actual process of food breaking down.
